Dealers: If installing the windshield for a customer please give them this manual. It contains information needed to properly maintain
and use this product.

PREPARATION and REMOVAL OF PARTS

Installation photos are taken from right side of
motorcycle.

1. Position the motorcycle securely on its stand.

The six screws removed in step 2 are different
lengths. Make note of their locations at removal for

re-installing.

2. Remove the six, 4.0mm hex head bolts from around instru-
ment cluster. (4.0mm Hex Wrench) Figure 1

The instrument cluster is held in by tabs that will
unhook.

3. Move instrument cluster forward (toward rider) to gain access
to the two windshield mount bolts. These mount bolts are locat-
ed at the lower portion of the windshield. Figure 2

4. Remove the two lower bolts. (4mm Hex Key Wrench)

5. Remove stock windshield. Figure 4

INSTALLATION
Install VStream Windscreen

1. Slip the VStream windscreen into position for mounting.

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2. loosely install the two upper windshield mount bolts. Do
Not Fully Tighten. (4mm Hex Key) Figure 6

3. loosely install the two lower windshield mount bolts. Do
Not Fully Tighten. (4mm Hex Key) Figure 7

4. Tighten all four bolts securely. (4mm Hex Key)

5. Reposition instrument cluster to original position,
ensuring tabs ar in proper position.

6. loosely install the remaining six bolts, replacing each
back into their original position. (4mm Hex Key Wrench)

7. Tighten all fasteners securely.

motorcycle or any other accessories. Certain chemicals, generally known as acidic hydrocarbons, are known to cause polycarbon-
ate damage and will not be covered under this limited warranty. Please refer to the cleaning instructions supplied with all National
Cycle windshields.

MAINTENANCE

Cleaning: Wash with a clean soft cloth, plenty of warm water
and, if necessary, a non-abrasive soap such as dishwashing liq-
uid. Flannel or soft chamois make good cleaning cloths. Do not
use rain protective products on the screen due to the solvent
action of the alcohol in these products. Do not allow brake fluid,
alcohol, or strong solvents to contact the screen.

National Cycle Windshield Wash Part number N1401 is recom-
mended for everyday cleaning. Product is supplied with a handy
travel size container and rag for easy storage on the motorcycle.
