Step 1

PREPARATION 
Place motorcycle securely on its sidestand. 

NOTE: OEM mounting screws will be reused but with-
out their rubber washers. 

 

OEM WINDSCREEN REMOVAL 

Step 1 
With a 5mm Allen Wrench, loosen and remove the bottom cen-
ter mounting bolt, then loosen and removed the top two mount-
ing bolts with their rubber washers. 

Next, remove the aluminum tophat bushing and rubber grommet 
from the bottom of the OEM windscreen and insert them into the 
bottom mounting hole of your new VStream windscreen. 

Insert the two supplied Rubber Grommets (C) from BAG#1408 
into the two top holes of the VStream Windscreen 

NOTE: A small dab of dish soap or hand soap will ease 
assembly, but avoid anything containing isopropyl  
alcohol (common household cleaning products). 

 

Step 2 
Insert the two Threaded Standoffs (B) from BAG#1408 into the 
two windshield mounting arms on the bike’s adjustment handle. 
Tighten with a 16mm box end or open end wrench.
